Filming began in February 1984. On the first 
day, Reynolds was accidentally hit in the face 
with a metal chair during a fight scene.[2] His 
jaw was broken, and he was restricted to a liquid 
diet, causing him to lose over 30 pounds by the 
time filming wrapped.

After read-
ing the script and learning that Pitt would be 
portraying Booth, Reynolds told Tarantino, "You 
gotta have somebody say, 'You're pretty for a 
stunt guy.'" The line appears in the film, spoken 
to Booth by Bruce Lee.  The last thing Reynolds 
did before he died was run lines with h ...
